TIBETAN NEW YEAR NOT CELEBRATED IN SOLIDARITY WITH TIBETANS IN TIBET AS CHINA’S BRUTAL CRACK DOWN WORSENS

Cambridge, MA – Tibetans in Boston, along with Tibetans worldwide will cancel Tibetan New Year (Losar) celebrations to mourn the deaths of over two hundred Tibetans killed by Chinese forces following the uprising in Tibet last year, and to protest the brutal Chinese communist government's crack down. 

The occasion will be marked with a prayer gathering and candlelight vigil at The Pit in Harvard Square from 3:00 p.m. to 5:30p.m.

Ex-political prisoners from Tibet, Tsering and Yeshi Togden will talk about their experience in prison.

Tibetans worldwide are NOT CELEBRATING Losar as an act of resistance and to pay respect to those who died as a result of the crackdown on the Tibet-wide protests following 10 March 2008. After 50 years under the Communist regime, the situation continues to deteriorate. 

Since March 2008, local Tibetans have held candlelight vigil every Wednesday evening in Harvard Square.
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
